General Rules and Conditions of Entry

1. The judges’ decision is final.

2. All classes will involve a first round, all clear rounds will then have a jump off over a shortened course

against the clock.

All horses/ponies to be 4 years of age or over.

4. The landowners, organisers and officials shall not be held responsible for anything that may happen to
competitors, spectators, their property servants or animals in connection with or arising out of this event. It is
a condition of entry that each entrant agrees to indemnify the organisers against any claim for loss, damage or
legal action.

5. Entry fees will only be refunded on production of a vet or doctor’s certificate within 2 days of the date of the
show.

6. Dogs must be kept on a lead and under control at all times. It is the dog owners responsibility to clear up
behind their dogs.

7. Tadley & District Riding Club reserves the right to vary or cancel the event. In the event of cancellation there

will be a £1 administration fee.

The promoters reserve the right to refuse any entry without giving any reason whatsoever.

9. Please remember the following guidelines for warming up: horses must pass left shoulder to left shoulder;
move toward the centre of the warm up area as you slow your pace to allow those going faster to use the
outside track.

10. Correct riding attire must be worn by all competitors in line with RC rules. In particular, everyone mounted,
whether a competitor or not, must wear a hat complying with BSEN 1384 or PAS015 with the harness
properly adjusted and fastened. Failure to do so will incur elimination. Body protectors are also highly
recommended.

11. It is the responsibility of competitors to know the rules - our stewards and officials are there to help and
advise. Please remember all our helpers are volunteers.

Directions to Hamstead Growers Equestrian.

The recommended route is to leave the A34 at the Highclere / Wash Common exit. Follow the A343 towards Newbury. At the
top of the hill turn left at the double mini roundabouts. Follow the road past the shops towards Hamstead Marshall for about 4

miles. The road becomes narrow. At the T junction at the end turn left and Hamstead Growers is the first gate on the left.

From Basingstoke, follow the A339 towards Newbury. At the top of the hill by Newbury Retail Park, turn left at the
roundabout towards Wash Common. Go straight over at the next roundabout. Go straight over at the double mini
roundabouts. Follow the road past the shops towards Hamstead Marshall for about 4 miles. The road becomes narrow. At the

T junction at the end turn left and Hamstead Growers is the first gate on the left.

If following the A4 (which is not the recommended route as it is easy to get lost on the way!) turn left towards Hamstead Marshall
into Milkhouse Lane, over the railway line and the canal. Continue following the road round a left hand bend which is Park
Lane. Continue up Park Lane to the junction/crossroads. Go straight over to Holtwood Rd. After half a mile there is a bend to

the left and shortly afterwards there is a drive on the right hand side leading to Hamstead Growers.
